TOURNAMENT RULES

1. Open to all bowlers who are current members of ABC and WIBC. All others may purchase affiliate membership at $16.00 for men and $25.00 for women, or pay a participation fee of $5.00 for men and $5.00 for women, good for this tournament only. All women will bowl as WIBC member.

2. Because of state alcohol laws, you must be at least 21 years old or with a parent or legal guardian when in the bowling area during the times alcohol is being served.

3. Bowl three (3) games on a pair of lanes (to be drawn prior to each squad). Bowlers may bowl as many times as they wish, however, two (2) members on the team must be changed to place more than once for position standings. No bowler may cash more than once with the same partner in the doubles event.

Optional All Events fee of $6.00 with your highest doubles scores and highest team scores to count.  The fee must be paid by the ENTRY closing date. All Events will pay in two divisions, men and women.

Prize fund will be returned 100% paying at least 1 in 8.

All ties will be combined and divided equally.

1099 forms will be issued where applicable.

5. Average:  All bowlers will use their highest sanctioned average in the following order:

1) December 31, 2002 book average of at least 21 games. If none,

2) 2001-2002 book average (including summer averages) of at least 21 games. If none,
3) Current average as of March 31, 2003 of at least 21 games. If a current average is used, verification must be attached to your entry form. (Such as league standing sheet.)

4) All others will bowl scratch at 240.

           The tournament management will correct any obvious errors in submitted averages.

Rules  319a-3, 319a-4, 319d, and 319e will not apply.

Rule 319c will apply.

6. Handicap will be computed on an individual basis at 85% of 240. 

7. Arctic Bowl employees are eligible to bowl and receive prizes in this tournament.

8. Entries close Midnight, Thursday, April 10, 2003. All entries will be scheduled on their choice of squad time whenever possible, on a first come first serve basis. We recommend that bowlers indicate both first and second choice for squad times.

9. Scores in this tournament are being used by the Greater Fairbanks Bowling Assn. and the Midnight Sun WBA towards All Star Team calculations. Please contact the appropriate association for details.
